NOTE FROM THE ARTISTIC TEAM
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HAROLD PINTER (1930-2008) was a British 
playwright, screenwriter, director and actor. 
Considered one of the most influential 
playwrights of the twentieth century, he won 
the Nobel Prize in Literature in 2005. His writing 
style, termed Pinteresque, is characterized by 
elements of the absurd and by the use of silence 
as a way of communicating. As Pinter has mused: 
“There are two silences. One when no word is 
spoken. The other when perhaps a torrent of 
language is being employed.”

Old Times is set in the early 1970s, in the United 
Kingdom, twenty-five years after the end of WWII, 
and twenty-eight years after the Blitzkrieg (the 
period of intense bombings that left the city of 
London in shambles). Anna and Kate reminisce 
about living in London shortly after the end of 
the war, a moment marked by a sense of hope, 
freedom, and experimentation.
